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Abstract

The research aimed to study the state of classroom research operation, develop
teachers on conducting classroom research, and study the results of teacher development on
classroom research in Ban Thinsukhawitaya School, Udorn Thani Office of Primary
Education Service Area 1. The research group consisted of the author, 6 homeroom teachers
for kindergarten 1 to grade 6 classes. The informants consisted of 113 students in
kindergarten 1 to grade 6 classes, 1 school director, and 3 scholars. The strategies employed
comprised a workshop and internal supervision, basing on the principles of participatory
action research. The instruments for data collection included a focus group minute form, a
test, an evaluation form for training, an observation form, an evaluation form, an internal
supervision form, and a minute form. The qualitative data were analyzed by using content
analysis, and the quantitative data employed the mean and standard deviation.

The research revealed that there was the problem of teachers lacking skills
knowledge and understanding and they did not know the steps of conducting classroom
research. The problem resulted in their lack of confidence in conducting classroom rescarch.
There was also a lack of internal supervision. In terms of the results of the teacher
development, the teachers gained more knowledge and understanding on classroom research.

They became anxious and were able to conduct classroom research properly. The internal



supervision helped make them more responsible and pay more attention to conducting quality
classroom research. The evaluation of classroom action research reports revealed that the

teachers were able to conduct classroom research correctly and appropriately.
