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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to study current conditions regarding development of discipline
and results of developing discipline in the students of Dong Bang Amnuaywit School, Takanto
District, Kalasin Province. This study was conducted in 3 stages: 1) studying current
conditions regarding development of discipline in the students 2) Developing discipline in the
students, and 3) studying the results of discipline development. There were 52 research
participants and key informants for this research, and the target group consisted of 35 students
of Dong Bang Amnuaywit School. The instruments used in this study were a behavior
observation from, an interview form, a form for recording behaviors, and a form for recording
qualitative data during the meeting. The collected qualitative data were analyzed using the
Triangulation Technique and presented in descriptive writing; whereas the quantitative data
were analyzed in frequency distribution and illustrated in tables.

Results of the study are as follows: .

1. Studying current conditions of developing discipline in students at Dong Bang
Amnuaywit School, Takanto District of Kalasin Province revealed that students lacked
disciplines in dressing or wearing appropriate clothes, personal cleanliness, queuing or standing
in line, and showing respect. This might have been caused by imitating peers, public media,
or inappropriate behaviors of television or movie stars.  Some students lacked intention to
dress appropriately according to school regulations; Some are from low-income families; Some

were staying with relatives who were lenient in disciplines; Some lacked knowledge in showing



respect appropriately; Some lacked orientation in being service-minded and scaritying; and Some
lacked good conscience.
2. Disciplines in students were developed as follows:

2.1 Discipline in dressing and showing respect was developed by using the
following activities: student pick- up at the school entrance, homeroom activity, orientation and
knowledge sharing, friends helping friends, behavior adjustment through positive reinforcement,

“and home visits.

2.2 Discipline in personal hygiene, cleanliness and queuing was developed by
using the following activities: homeroom activity, orientation and knowledge sharing, and
behavior adjustment through positive reinforcement.

3. The study results of developing discipline in the students of Dong Bang Amnuaywit
School regarding hygiene and cleanliness, queuing, and showing respect were as follows :
Six activities were used to reinforce the discipline in the students--- namely, student pick-up
at school entrance, homeroom, orientation and knowledge sharing, close friends, behavior
adjustment {Through positive reinforcement such as giving immediate compliments and giving
compliments during homercom sessions as well as rewarding those who show good discipline,
ideal student model, ideal classroom model, queuing contest, etc.) and home visits that resulted
in the target group’s improvement in dressing, personal hygiene and cleanliness, queuing, and

showing respect. All the students in the target group could pass the required criteria.
