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ABSTRACT

'The objectives of this research were to study and compare the roles of the basic
education institution committees in the management of the educational institution, the
Office of Secondary Education Service area 24, and to study approaches for development
of the roles of the basic education institution committees in the management of the
educational institution, the Office of Secondary Education Service arca 24. The sample
comprised of 654 committee member of the basic education institution committees under the
Office of Secondary Education Service area 24, obtained through multistage random
sampling, classified by the size of the education institution. The sample size was determined
according to the Krejcie and Morgan table. The instrument used was a 5-level rating scale
questionnaire containing 41 items and having the item discrimination power between 0.63
and 0.86. The total reliability of the questionaires was 98, The data analysis employed
a compulter program as to find the percentage, the mean, and the standard deviation. The
hypothesis testing employed t-test (independent samples) and the analysis of variance

employed F-test (One-way ANOVA).

The research results are 2s follows :

1. The basic education institution committees had their rofes in the

management of the educational institution under the Office of Secondary Education Service



Area 24, on the the mean, the top 3 aspects are : the aspect of appointment of advisors and/or
committees to carry out work that has been agreed upon; the aspect of mobilization of
educational resources as well as resource persons from outside and local wisdoms for
enhancement of student’s overall development, and continuation of local and national
customs, traditions, arts and culture; and the aspect of other operations that have been
assipned by superior organizations, respectively,

2. The Compatison of the levels of roles of the basic education institution
committees in the management of the educational institutions under the Office of Secondary
Education Service Area 24 revealed that:

2.1 The basic education institution committees member with a different
status had no different opinion on the level of roles of the basic education institution
committees in the management of the educational institutions, on the whole and in every
aspect.

2.2 The level of the roles of the basic education institution committees in
the management of the educational institution under the Office of Secondary Education
Service area 24, in an education institution with a different size, on the whole and in every
aspect, differed with the statistical significance at .01. The is to say, the committees in large
educational institutions had more roles than those in the small education institutions.

3. The basic education institution committee member recommended the
following top 3 approaches for successful development of the roles of the basic education
institution committees in the management of education : 1) the education institution realizes
the importance and recognizes the importance of the basic education institution committee;
2) the educational institution provides opportunities for the basic education institution
committee to participate in activities organized by the education institution. It is
recommended that the committee must take part in shaping the policy as well as in assuming
responsibility for the results of the policy; and 3) the education institution encourages the
basic education institution committees to show its potentials, particularly in the aspect of

educational resources mobilization.
