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Abstract

The purposes of this research were 1) To develop a programmed instruction in
Communicable Discase Topic of Prathom Suksa Three, Health and Physical Education
Learning Units, Ban klang Primary School, Office of Kalasin Fducational Service Area 3
based on the criteria of effectiveness (80/80). 2) To analyze the efficiency index of the
programmed instruction in Communicable Disease Topic of Prathom Suksa Three, Health
and Physical Education Learning Units. 3)T6 compare the learning achievement before and
after using the programmed instruction in Communicable Disease Topic of Prathom Suksa
Three, Health and Physical Education Leaming Units. And 4) To study satisfaction of
students with leaming through on programmed instruction in Communicable Disease Topic
of Prathom Suksa Three, Health and Physical Education Learning Units. The sample
consisted of 17 Prathom Suksa Three pupils of Ban klang Primary School,Tambol Loa Hai
Ngarm, Kuchinarai District,Kalasin Province. Office of Kalasin Educatiouél Service Area 3.
The research instruments consisted of the six learning progranuned in Communicable
Disease Topic, the six lincar programmed instruction in Communicable Disease Topic of
Prathom Suksa Three, Health and Physical Education Learning Units, the learning

achievement test and satisfaction questionuaire constructed by the rescarcher. The statistics



that used in data analysis were percentage, the average, and t-test (Dependent). The results of
this research were shown as follows:

1.The programmed instruction in Communicable Disease Topic of Prathom
Suksa Three, Health and Physical Education Learning Units were 90.98/85.49

2, The efficiency index of the programmed instruction in Communicable
Disease Topic of Prathom Suksa Three, Health and Physical Education Learning Units were
07131 as mean the learning of the pupils were 71.31 percentage addition

3. The learning achievement of the pupils after using the programmed
instruction was significantly higher than before using it at .01 level,

4 Satisfaction of student after using the programmed instruction in
Communicable Disease Topic of Prathom Suksa Three, Health and Physical Education
Learning Units was at higher level (x = 3.97, $D = 0.82)
