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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to study and compare the levels of student’s characteristics
according to the parents’ perception of elementary school students in private schools in Maha
Qarakham Office of Educational Service Area I and Area 2. The sample, obtained through
stratified random sampling, comprised 1,195 parents of elementary school students in private
schools in Maha Sarakham Province in the academic year 2008. The instrument used was &
5-level rating scale questionnaire containing 59 items asking parents of elementary school
students in private schools in Maha Sarakham Province about their perception of the students
according to the Student Standards. The questionnaire was synthesized by the research, based
on 7 Student Standards as prescribed by the Office for National Education Standards and
Quality Assessment. The reliability value of the questionnaire was 0.96. The statistics used
included percentage, mean, standard deviation, and t-test was employ in hypothesis testing

The results are as follows:

The parents’ perception of the characteristics of elementary school students in
private schools in Maha Sarakham Province, according to the Office for National Education
Standards and Quality Assessment ONESQA’s Student Standards, on the whole, was in the
high level, When considered standard by standard, it was found that the parents of elementary

school students in private schools in Maha Sarakham Province had their



perception of the characteristics of elementary school students according to the Office for
National Education Standards and Quality Assessment ONESQA’s Student Standards in 6
standards in the highlevel, Ranked from high to low according to the value of the mean, the 6
standards are in this order: Standard 3; having aesthetics and characteristics in art, music and
sports; Standard 1: having desirable virtues, ethics and values; Standards 5: having necessary
knowledge and skills as prescribed in the curriculum; Standard 6: seeking knowledge by
oneself and loving continuons leamning and self development; Standard 4: thinking .
analytically and synthetically, having judgment, having creative thoughts, knowing to think
reflectively, and having visions; Standard 7: having working skills, loving to work with other
people, having good attitudes toward honest occupations. Meanwhile, one standard was
perceived in the moderate level. That was Standard 2: having health habits, good physical
and mental health,

2, In the comparison of the parents’ perception of characteristics of elementary
school students in private schools in Maha Sarakham Province between Area 1 and Area 2 it
was found that there was no difference.

3. The parents suggested ways to develop the students in order that they meet the
Student Standards set by the Office for National Education Standards and Quality
Assessment (ONESQA) as follows: activities promoting health habits, good physical and
mental health should be organized; advice should be given to teachers and parents in research
for the development of the students’ quality; the administrators should give high priority to
financial support and collaboration among the administrators, teachers and parents to

effectively develop the quality of the students which will further benefit the school.
