ABSTRACT

The research was the mixed methodology which aimed to 1. study the level of the
academic administrative problems, 2. compare the level of the academic administrative problems,
and 3. study the sample s suggestions for solving academic administrative problems of the
primary schools under Kalasin Primary Educational Office Area 2 followed the opinion of
the Basic Education Committees. The sample of the research consisted of 384 Basic Education
Committees. The data were collected by using the rating scale questionnaire which the reliability
was at 0.97. The data were analyzed by the package program and critical description. The

statistics used percentage, mean, standard deviation, and  t-test, F-test (One-way AN OVA), and

Scheffe’ Multiple Comparison.
The results of the research were as follows:

1. The overall for the sample’s opinion toward the academic administration of the
primary schools under Kalasin Primary Educational Service Office 2 was moderated.

2. The overall for the comparing of the academic administration of the primary
schools under Kalasin Primary Educational Service Office 2, which the difterent marital status,
found that their suggestions were different as significant statistics at .05 level. When it
considered the suggestion of the committees who worked in the different school size, found that

their suggestions were as similar level.



3. There were 3 aspects of sample’s suggestions and guidance for solving the
academic administration problems as follows:

3.1 Development or the operation of local curriculum development aspect,
found that the teachers should be trained for local curriculum development. The community
representative, students’ parents, and other related organizations should be the participant for
local curriculum development.

3.2 The school quality assurance and educational standard aspect, found that
the schools’ information administration should be the standard system and updated frequency.
The quality assurance should be reviewed, and audited continuously. The teachers, students’
parents and community representatives should be participants.

3.3 Text books selection aspect, found that the teachers, students’ parents,
community representatives, and the one who concerns should be the committees for the selection

as the schools’ curriculum, teachers and students’ needs.
