ABSTRACT

This study investigates personal opinion regarding level of participation and comparative opinions of
student parents to participation on education management, including of problems, and needs (o participate on
education management of student parents of Wapeepathum Kindergarten School, Mahasrakham Education
Office Area 2. Sample group was 103 student parents from classified sampling by classification of ration
according to classrooms. Tools used were questionnaire with reliabiliy index of 0.70. Statistics used in data
analysis were percentage, means, Standard Deviation, and t-test and F-test.

Study results found as follows;

1. Opinion of student parents to level of participation on education management of Pathumwapee
Kindergarten School as a whole was at the high level. When each aspect was considered, it was found that
student parents were agreed with following aspects at the high level, ranked by order from maximum to
minimum; personnel management aspect, general administration aspect, and academic aspect, respectively.

2. Opinion of student parents with different sex, education level, occupations, and income, towards
level of participation on education management was different at statistical significant level of .01

3. Problems of participation in education management of student parents were; miss-understanding on
duty of participation, un-attain activities, and claiming for teacher responsibilities, respectively.

4. Needs on participation- of studen parents in education management were; school training {o provide
clear guidelines, selection of student parents to attain the meeting, and providing of joint-activities to

exchange opinions.
