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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research are 1) to study Mahasarakham police’s level of
knowledge and understanding of legal provisions in Firearms Act and other related
regulations involved with firearm uses and carriage; 2} to study Mahasarakham police’s level
of knowledge and understanding of United Nations (UN) standards of firearm uses; 3) to
study Mahasarakham police’s problems and obstacles in complying with the legal provisions
and United Nations (UN) standards of firearm uses; 4) to compare Mahasarakham police’s
knowledge and understanding of legal provisions and United Nations (UN) standards of
firearm: uses.

Results of the study are as follows:

The majority of sample group are aged 40-50 years, holding a bachelor’s degree,
They are married and living together with their spouses, They don’t have any dependents.
Their average income is around 20,000-25,000 Baht per month. They have certain debis.
Their average working experience is 16-20 years. All of them are non-commissioned officets,

The sample group has minimum five years of working experience in either crime
control or investigation beats, All of them have undertaken certain workshops of firearm use,
and human rights. They have received a special promotion of salary rise. They have never
used firearms,

Their level of knowledge and understanding of legal provisions in Firearms Act
and Police regulations on firearm use and carriage while on duty as included in the Code of
Police Regulations — excluding criminal case as in Penal Code and Criminal Procedure — is

equivalent {0 8.35 of 10 marks.




Their knowledge and understanding of United Nations (UN) standards of firearm

uses is equivalent to 6.97 of 10 marks,

too strict limitation of power over police. As a result, the legal provisions are impractical in
certain situations that go beyond control.

Some factors that affect the target group’s knowledge and understanding of firearm
uses to ensure law enforcement are their debt situation, working experience and rank

classification.
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
