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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to study the patterns, features, strategies and
consequences of the political interaction between local politicians and people before and

after the election in the area of Muang District, Maha Sarakham Province, The samples

consisted of 54 local politicians and citizens have the right to vote of 390 to the purposive
sampling.The instruments used for collecting data were interview forms, field notes, -

brainstorming, depth interview to gain insightful issues from key informants including local

politicians and representatives of residents,

Results of the research were as follows:

The study found that patterns and features of the political interaction before election
of the local politicians had two patterns : 1) the political launch pattern such as meeting
. people, participation in all activities, volunteering assisting people, providing and counseling "
people, to promote and support incorporation, donation money or possessions 2) the political
campaign pattern such as campaign by knocking on the door, presenting oneself to public, to
give public speech, and to employ money or bribe people to vote. After the election, local

politicians have been reflecting the interaction two features: 1) acting the roles and duties as

assigned such as acting the positional roles as a local administrator and membership 2) model
of management the popular vote by meeting the public, participation in such areas etc,

The strategies used for the political interaction before the election would emphasize

onrthe-efected representatives througli participating in all activities regularly, supporting the
public repeatedly, running teamwork within village, presenting oneself from time to time,
requesting self-pity vote, respect and humble to people etc. However, after the election, the
strategies focused on acting a major role, such as making their consistency, helping people
regularly, making tangible works, providing frequently information to the public, working
involved, authorizing without dictator, creating the proximity to recognize the problem,
promoting oneself from time to time, making people-centered, working with patience,
promising to people first and make it later. Morcover, the civil community was a tool for
finding and prioritizing of issues.

The consequences, before the election, people recognized, trust, make decision and
elect local politicians to be local administrators and members of Iocal assemblies. In addition,
after the election, the local communities were developed on infrastructure, economy and

politics,
