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ABTRACT

The objective of this research was aimed to transfer knowledge of teachers in the
local wisdom, to study the process of informal learning activities according to the housewife
gfoup of weaving, and to study the result of informal learning activities according the
weaving of the housewife at Bankhokcharoen, Nongkungsee sub-district, Nongkungsee
district, Kalasin province. It was the mixed research methodology; the qualitative and
quantitative research. The people who was gave data was the housewife group consist of 14
person, 6 community leaders at Bankhokcharoen, Nongkungsee sub-district, Nongkungsee
district, Kalasin province. And the research target group was 15 persons of children, The
learning activities was processed by the interview, the focus group, the motivation by story,
the after-action review, the leaming transfer, the satisfaction, and verify the reliability of the

information, All data were analyzed by the content analysis.

The research result was found as follows;

1, There were three factors influenced to transfer knowledge of teachers in the
local wisdom namely; the family, the friend group and the occupation group, however, the
family was the important factor, then it was the friend group. The community leader had
promoted and supported the housewife group concerning budgeting to set as occupation
group, to promote to weave the local dress participate the fork cultural traditional activities in

order to get value of local weaving. The informal leader would be the person who guide for



operate the ceremonies that believed and faith, These leaders would be their model such as
usually dressed with the native cloth.

2. The process of informal learning activities according to the housewife group of
weaving was found 6 learning basis; 1) the history of weaving, 2) the tool used in weaving,
3) the preparation and how to choose the color of the yarn in weaving, 4) the preparation tool
for weaving, 5) the demonstration of weaving, and the 6) weaving operations. After
participated the activity, the children was developed by the work process caused they could
work with the process; there were the work analysis, the work plan, the implementation and
the self evaluation, Especiaily to work as the group. They had a skill in work process, a
management, a knowledge seeking, and an ability in solving problems, love in working and a
good attitude to work. These were the important and need for adapting of daily life presently
and future, Most of them accept that this learning place and the person (housewife) who
transfer knowledge were reasonability and favorable. The children had a changing and
learning with the housewife (fork wisdom) who had high knowledge and experience by
searching and covey knowledge about weaving from themselves caused children received a
knowledge and operation in real situation, The many things that children got can be served on
a daily basis, which will be able to live peacefully in society.

3. The satisfaction of children about the activities of weaving found that they were
satisfied with the overall highest level (X = 4.62 and SD = 0.036). When considering
satisfaction with the activity, found that there were at the highest level that is almost every
item, except the satisfaction in knower assisted the activities that was in high level. The result
that effect to the housewife (Local wisdom) found that the housewife has been encouraged to
have the opportunity for transferting the knowledge to young people, they had been seeing
the importance of knowledge in themselves, had a satisfied in themselves that teach other
understanding, had satisfaction of helping others, had a pride in their success, had a proud hat
recognized by friends and society, had an ability of adjusted to be individual learning, there
was creative integration of local knowledge which was useful for creating links and ﬂetworks

of exchange and learning, and to be promotion the lifelong learning.
