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ABSTRACT

The purposes of the research were 1) to develop and efficient the Electronic Book on the
topic of “Present Simple Tense” for Mathayomsuksa 2 Students with a required efficiency
of 80/80. 2) to evaluate the Electronic Book. 3) to compare the academic achievement before and after
learning. 4) to study the effectiveness index learning 5) to access the students satisfaction and 6) to study
the learning retention of the students who learned with the Electronic Book.

The samples were 22 Mathayomsuksa 2 Students attending Chum Chon Ban Nongthum
school. The research instruments useﬁ were 1) the Electronic Book an achievement test 2) an evaluation
form of the lesson 3) assessment form of the satisfaction with the learning and 4) The research statistics
used for mean, standard deviation, percentage and t-test (Dependent)

Results of the research were as follows: 1) The average degree of the lesson determined by
E/E, was higher than the assigned criteria of the efficiency (86.90/83.48). 2) The average opinion of the
experts on the Electronic Book was very high. (X =475,8D.=043) 3) The academic achievement was
significantly higher than before learning at the .05 level 4) The effectiveness index of lesson was 0.6841
5) The students overall satisfaction with the learning was in the highest level. (-)—{= 4.87,8.D=0.34) and

6) The learning retention of the students were in the assigned criteria.
