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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to 1) Examine personal factors, political

factors, and social and cultural factors affecting women’s political participation, 2) to

construct anci develop amodel of women’s political participation, and 3) td evaluate the use
of the model of women’s political participation development. The research was conducted in
3 phases. Phases 1 sought causal factors of women’s political participation. The sample
consisted of 400 women, aged 18 years and older, in Maha Sarakham province. The variables
in the research consisted of 15 independent variables and 3 factors. Phase 2 investigated the
outcomes of construction and development of the model of women’s political participation by
using a forum for the fotus group comprising 30 women who were stakeholders and who
involved in women’s political participation for making comments on the model of women’s
political participation. And Phases 3 evaluated the use of the model of women’s political
participation. This was a tryout of the model of women’s political participation on 30 women
in thé focus group from 3 Communities. Tliey were 10 women in Huai Aeng Phatthana
Community, Amphoe Mueang ; 10 women in Nong Saeng community, Amphoe Mueang
Pathum ; and 10 women in Last Phatthana Community, Amphoe Mueang Also, the results of
the experiment were analyzed for confirmation of the effectiveness of the model of women’s
political participation development. The results of the reséarch revealed the followings :

1. The variable put into predictive equations of women'’s political
participation included : level of education factor, personal need factor, knowledge and

understanding of politics factor, political information reception factor, sense of being
