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The objective of this research was aimed to study and devclop the learning form to
encourage the good people for society by Kalayanamittara (qualities of a good friend) process
for early childhood including compare the early childhood behavior before and after learning
by Kalayanamittara process. The research area was Weangnang sub-district administrative
organization, Mueng district, Mahasarakham province. The sample was consisted of} 34 person of
the early childhood aged 3 to 5 years, a person of administrator, the child care teachers of two
people and 34 people of children’s parent these was selected by the purposive sampling method.
The Mixed Methodology was used for this study, The instruments for collecting data were the
focus group interview, the observation of before and after learning. The content analysis used
for analyze the qualitative data. The quantitative data was analyzed by statistic; mean

standard deviation and t-test (Dependent Sample)

The research resuit was found as follows;

1. To create and develop the learning form to encourage the good people for socicty
found that the learning form by the Kalayanamittara process consists of 6 processes; the first
was to the problems and needs of learning. The second was to brainstorm for designed the
learning management, The third was to participate in determining, synthesis, gathering and
processing information to manage the learning form in promoting good person to society,

which found that it should take form of learning in promoting good to society-the conclusion



was that should take the learning process to use in the child development center organization
of Waeng Nang sub-district. The fourth was to plan and design the learning activities to make
children as a good behavior concerning the 4 aspects of Kalayanamittara process namely;

to speak fluent, obedience to the teachings, hospitality and beautiful manners and diligence
determination, and there were 16 activity namely; 1) the creative crafis, 2} the learning of
nature and life, 3) the beautiful art by oneself, 4) the morality tale, 5) the goodwill for happy
life, 6) the delightfully song, 7) the bright ages, 8) the self-reliance, 9) the smart and good
boy, 10} the mathematical thinking, 11} the important friends, 12) the strive and diligently,
13) the fove trees and environment, 14) the bright smile for love, 15) the obey little children,
and 16) the conunitmént and sharing of ideas. The fifth was to the learning activities to
promote good people into the society by using the process of Kalayanamittara totaling

16 events. The sixth was to the observation and evaluation of behavior before and-aﬁer the
learning process by using a Kalayanamittara.

2. The result of evaluation and comparison preschoolers behavior before and after
learning found that the behavior before and after learning was differently with the difference
statistically significant at ﬂ;e .05 level as a whole and all aspects, these mean that the behavior
changed in a better way after using the model of learning to encourage good people into the

society by the Kalayanamittara process for early childhood.
