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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to develop Thai folk play learning experience
plans to prepare the basic skills in mathematics readiness of the second kindergarten students
based on the 80/80 standardized criteria established, to determine the effectiveness index of
learning through Thai folk play learning experience plans, to compare the students’ basic
skills in mathematics readiness before and after learning, and to investigate the students’
satisfaction toward learning through Thai folk play learning cxperience plans. The subjects
used in this research consisted of 14 students in the second year kindergarten studying in the
first semester of academic year 2010 at Nhong Mai Plaung Wittayasun school under The
Office of Kalasin Educational Service Area 2. The research instruments were Thai folk play
learning experience plans, formative tests, basic skills in mathematics readiness test and
students’ satisfaction questionnaire. The data was analyzed by using percentage, mean,
standard deviation, and t-test (dependent sample)

The research results were as follows:

1. Thai folk play learning experience plans to prepare the basic skills in
mathematics readiness of the second year kindergarten students yielded 85.59/82.85

efficient which met the criteria established,




2. The effectiveness index of Thai folk play learning experience plans was
0.6974 which indicated that the percentage of the students increased the achievement was
69.74.

3. The students’ basic skills in mathematics readiness after learning through
Thai folk play learning experience plans was significantly higher than that before using them
at the level of .05.

4. The students’ level of satisfaction toward l;eaming through Thai folk play

learning experience plans was at a high level. (X =2.81,8.D.0.35)
