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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were 1) to develop learning activities by using
programmed lessons with Trisikkha teaching method on the topic “Buddhism Principles” in
the learning area of social studies, religion and culture based on the 80/30 standardized
criteria,?) to determine the effectiveness index of learing activities,3) to compare the
students’ achievement before and after learning, and 4) to investigate the students’
satisfaction toward learning activities by using programmed lessons with Trisikkha teaching
-method on the topic “Buddhism Principles”

The subjects used in this research consisted of 18 Prathom Suksa 6 students
studying in the first semester of academic year 2010 at Chumchon Nhongyamg Wittayakhom
school under The Office of Kalasin Educational Service Area 3. The research instruments
were 10 lessons plans, 10 programmed lessons on the topic “Buddhism Principles”,
students’ achievement test consisted of 60 items , and students’ satisfaction questionnaire
consisted of 25 items . The data was analyzed by using percentage, mean, standard deviation,

and t-test (dependent sample)




The research results were as follows :

1. The learning activities by using programmed lessons with Trisikkha teaching
method on the topic “Buddhism Principles” in the learning area of social studies, religion
and culture yielded 86.61/85.65 efficient met the 80/80 criteria established,

2. The effectiveness index of the learning activities by using programmed lessons
with Trisikkha teaching method was (.7586 which indicated that the percentage of the
students increased the achievement was 75.86.

3. The students’ achievement after learning through learning activities by using
programmed lessons with Trisikkha teaching method was significantly higher than that
before using them at the level of .05, |

4, The students’ fevel of satisfaction toward learning through learning activities by
using programmed lessons with Trisikkha teaching method was at a high level, (i =4.46,

S.D.=0.25)
