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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to develop learning activities by using
supplementary texts on the topic of “Health Promotion and Discase Prevention with
Local Wisdom” in Health Bducation and Physical Education Learning Strand for
Matthayom Suksa 2 Students based on the 80 /80 standardized criteria efficiency and
to compare the achievement of students before and afier using the supplementary texis
and to survey the satisfaction of the students with the learning activities by using
the supplementary texts. The sample subjects were Matthayom Suksa 2 Students at
PlaKhaowitaya High School in the First semester of academic year 2010 under the
Office of Kalasin Educational Service Area 1. The research instruments wete 6 lesson
plans, 6 supplementary fexts, an achievement test, and a questionnaite. The statistics
used were Percentage,mean, standard deviation and t - test (dependent Sample),

The research results were as follows :

1. The learning activities by using supplementary Texts on the topic of
“Health Promotion and Disease with Local Wisdom” yielded 88.94/89.78, efficient
which was higher than the 80/80 criteria established.

2. The offective were index of learning activities was 0.8174, which

indicated that the percentage of the students increased the achievement was 81.74
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
