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ABSTRACT

The purposes of the study were to study and to compare the political
participation level of the people in the area of Porpan Sub-disirict Municipality, Muang
District, Roi-et Province, including their suggestion. Samples were 324 people classified
by their age and inhabitant villages. The instrument used was five rating questionnaire
with the reliability level at .88. The statistics used were frequency, percentage, mean,

standard deviation and One-Way ANOVA with the statistic significance level at .05.
The results of the study were as follows;

1. The overall of the political participation level of the people in the area
of Porpan Sub-district Municipality, Muang District, Roi-et Province was rated at
moderately level. Considering by each aspect, one aspect was rated at high level ; the
election. Three aspects were rated at high level; they were the interest groups, the
public need and the public opinion, respectively.

2. The comparison of the political participation level of the people in the
area of Porpan Sub-district Municipality, Muang District, Roi-et Province classified
by age and inhabitant villages was not different by the statistic level at .05.

3. Two highest frequency suggestions in each aspects were as follows;

3.1 The election. The people should be educated about the importance
of the election and the people should be stimulated to vote in all election,
3.2 The public opinion. The public opinion box should be provided in

all villages and the public forum should be opened every three months.




3.3 The interest group. The interest group should be trained about the
occupation and the farmer group should be developed.
3.4 The public need. The stage for presenting the public opinion in

the village should be provided and the needs of the people should be considered.
