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ABSTRACT

The aims of the study were to study and to compare the work performance of Don Taiy
Sub-district Administration Organization, Nathom District, NaKhon Phanom Province as the
opinion of the village committees including their suggestions. This was classified by gender, age
and educational level. The population were 90 village commitices. The instrument used was five
rating scale questionnaire with the reliability level at 96, The statistics applied were frequency,

percentage, mean, standard deviation, #-test, One way ANOVA and Scheffe with the statistic

significance at .05 level.

The results of the study were as follows;

1. The work performance of Don Taiy Sub-district Administration Organization,
Nathom District, NaKhon Phanom Province as the opinion of the village committees as overall
was rafed at moderately level, As considered by each aspects, all aspects were rated at moderately
level. The promotion of education, religion and culture, the promotion of land way and water
path, the defense of public hazards and the defense o0f infectious, respectively.

2. As the comparison of the work performance of Don Taiy Sub-district
Administration Organization, Nathom District, Nakhon Phanom Province as the opinion of the
village committees, classified by gender, age and education level was as follows;

2.1 The opinion of the village committees, classified by gender was found not

different.



2.2 The opinion of the village committees, classified by age as overall was not
different. As considered by aspect, two aspects were different by the statistic significant level at
.05; the cleaning of roads, path way, public way, including the get rid of garbage and rubbish and
the protection and taking care of natural resources and environment,

2.3 The opinion of the village committees, classified by educational level as
overall was not different, As considered by aspect, one aspects were different by the statistic
significant level at .05; the defense of public hazards,

3. The suggestion were as follows; the concrete roads should be constructed in all
village, the roads in the villages should be cleaned regularly, the life compensation should be paid
in time, the instrument for the protection of public hazards should be provided, the notify of the
public area should be shown, the art activity should be promoted, the people should be trained to
prevent the infectious, the education allowance for the student should be allocated and the cultural

and tradition activities should be promoted.
