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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study was to examine the level of operations in the system of
assistance to students and to determine factors that correspond to operations. As well as the
equation predicted the implementation of the school counseling system. The sample for this
study included 200 people who were teachers responsible for student counseling system, Data
collection tool was the questionnaire concerning factots related to the implementation of the
system of assistance to students. which obtained by Yamane calculation. The tool used was
a questionnaire related to two viables, 3 aspects, 109 itemns with Descriptive power, by item,
a5 0.16 - 0 .86 and with confident interval of 0.82 -0 .95 The results showed that

1. The level of operating system, including assistance to students at a high level on
all sides.

2. The factors that correspond positively to the implementation of the system of
assistance to students is the supervision, monitoring and evaluation (x4) and the human
relationships (x2) leadership (x1) Motivation (x3), and attitude. (x6) is positively correlated
with statistical significance at the .05 level.

3. The factors that can determine the regression equation of the system of assistance
to students, including supervision, monitoring and evaluation (x4) and the human
relationships (x2) are statistically significant at the .01 level with the ability to forecast. 45.40
percent written regression equation of the regression in the form of raw scores and standard

scores were as follows.

In summary, factors that correspond to the follow up care system factors related to
helping students with the supervision and evaluation, As well as relationships with students,
so the relevant agencies and school administrators should improve and develop these factors
in order to enhance the teachers is aware of the system responsible for counseling students
