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ABSTACT

The purposes of this research were to: 1) develop the supplementary reading
book on Thai consonant for Prathomsuksa 1 with efficiency criteria of 80/80, 2) compare
students’ achievement after using the supplementary reading book with the standard criteria,
and 3) explore students’ satisfaction on learning with the supplementary reading book. The
sample was 14 Prathomsuksa | students of Ban khoklam School. The implementation was
conducted in the 2" semester of the academic year 2009, Instruments used in this research
were the supplementary reading book with 8 leaming units; 3 multiple choices, 20 items;
achievement test with the difficulty ranged from 0.64 to 0.86, the discrimination ranged from
0.25 to 0.75, and the reliability of 3.99; and the students’ satisfaction questionnaire. Data

were analyzed using mean, percentage, standard deviation, and t-test (One Sample Group).

The research findings were as follows:

L. The supplementary reading book on Thaiconsonant, Thai language strand
for Prathomsuksa [ had an efficiency of 91.25/92.86, which was higher than the expected
criteria 80/80,

2. Leamning achievement of the students after learning by using the

supplementary reading book was higher than the standard criteria at 01 significance level.



3. The students had positive satisfaction on the reading supplementary reading

book on Thai consonant, Thai language strand for Prathomsuksa 1 with the highest level

(X =438, S.=0.48)
