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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to: 1) study the needs of supervision on teaching English for
primary English teachers, Kamalasai District under Kalasin Educational Service Area
Office 1, 2) investigate interaction among levels of education, basic English knowledge, -
English teaching expetience and school sizes, and 3) study suggestions related to the needs
6f supervision on teaching English for English primary teachers. Samples of the research
comprised 123 English primary teachers from 37 schools in Kamalasai District under
Kalasin Educational Service Area Office 1, selected through Krejcie and Morgan's
technique inclouding simple random sampling. The instrument used in the research was a
40-item rating scale questionnaire with 0.88 of reliability. The statistics used for analyzing
data was frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation and two-way Analysis of
Variance (two-way ANOVA) for hypothesis testing.

The results of the research wete as foilows:

1. The needs of supervision on teaching English for English primary teachers,
Kamalasai District under Kalasin Educational Service Area Office 1 was rated at a high
level as a whole. Considering each aspect, it was shown that the needs were at a high level
varying from tools for teaching media, evaluation and assessment, curricelum and teaching

methodology



2. The interaction among the levels of education, basic English knowledge,
English teaching experience and school sizes that affected the needs of supervision on
teaching English for primary English teachers, Kamalasaj District under Kalasin
Educational Service Area Office 1 was rated at a high level as a whole and in each aspect.
2.1 Considering levels of education, the three aspects: curriculum, tools for
teaching media, and evaluation and assessment were significant difference at .05 level,
However, teaching methodology was not si gnificant difference at .05 level.
2.2 Considering basic English knowledge, it was shown significant
difference at .05 level as a whole and in each aspect. |
2.3. Considering English teaching experience, the two aspects: curriculum,
and evaluation and assessment not significant difference at .05 level, However, teaching
methodology and tools for teaching media significant different at .05 level,
2.4 Considering the school sizes, it was shown that there was on
significantly different at .05 level as a whole and in each aspect,
3. The English teachers had some suggestions related to supervision on teaching
English: there should be English training for primary English teachers all four aspects:
curriculum, teaching methodology, tools for teaching media and evaluation and assessment
(20.45%), evaluation and assessment rubrics should be frained (13.12%). Finally, native
speaking English teachers should be provided in primary schools (11 .36%).
