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ABSTRACT

The purposes of the research aimed to study and compare the school curriculum
administration under the Local Administrative Organization, Maha Sarakham Province.
Subjects of the research comprised 20 school administrators, 20 school board chairmen, and
221 teachers, selected through Krejcie and Morgan® s technique, The instrument used in the
research was a rating scale questionnaire with item discrimination between .21 - .90 and with
.97 of reliability. Fundamental statistics and F-test (One-Way Analysis of Variance) were used
for analyzing data. '

The results of the research were as follows:

1. The opinion of school administrators, school board chairmen and teachers towards
school curriculum administration under the Local Administrative Organization, Maha
Sarakham Province was rated at a high level as a whole and in each aspect.

2. The comparison of opinion of school administrators, school board chairmen and
teachers towards curriculum administration under the Local Administrative Organization,
Maha Sarakham Province was not significantly different as a whole and in each aspect.

3. Some suggestions related to the school curriculum administration were shown
difference from high to low. For the enhancement of curriculum development and utilization;
all teachers should participate in school curriculum arrangement, personnel in every division
should also participate in school curriculum arrangement, teachers in every learing strand
should study the information in order to increase knowledge and understand the curriculum
application for advantages. For curriculum development and utilization: there should be

planning and setting the guidelines to work obviously, there should be experts in curriculum to



guide them to understand curriculum utilization. Every school under the organization should be
participated in curriculum arrangement by inviting the experts in each learning strand to advise
them the curriculum utilization in schools. For quality contro! of school curriculum, there
should be supervision and follow-up the curriculum uvtilization continuously and
systematically. There should be curriculum utilization assessment, supervision from academic
promotion and support affair and assessment division in order to reach the standard criteria and
then reported to the administrators for improvement. Finally plan superintendence should be

set every semester of academic year.
