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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to: 1) develop Thai language skill exercise entitled ‘Spelling
Writing” by using peer assisted learning based on the criteria of the efficiency 80/80, 2) compare the
learning achievement before learning and after learning Thai language skill exercise on spelling writing
by using peer assisted learning, 3) study index of effectiveness of Thai language skill entitled ‘Spelling
Writing” by using peer assisted learning and 4) investigate the satisfaction of students towards Thai
language skill entitled ‘Spelling Writing’ by using peer assisted learning. The samples used in the
research were 40 grade 9 students: class 3/3 the first semester of the 2010 academic year at
Borabuwittayakarn, Borabu district, Maha Sarakham province under Maha Sarakham Educational Service
Area Office 1, selected through cluster random sampling, The instruments used in the research were §
Thai language skill exercises, 16 learning lesson plans, 8 sets of test at the end of each lesson, Each set
consisted of 10 items for a total of 80 items, 40-item of achievement test with diserimination value
between 0.39-0.76. The value of difficulty was between 0.45-0.75 with 0.86 of reliability and 15- item of
students’ satisfaction with JOC between 0.80-1.00. The statistics used for analyzing the data were
percentage, mean, standard deviation and #test (Dependent samples)

The results of the research wete as follows:

1. The efficiency of Thai language skill exercise entitled ‘Spelling Writing’ by using peer

assisted learning was 84.53/83.75 higher than the assigned criteria 80/80.




2. The achievement of students after learning Thai language skill exercise entitled ‘Spelling
Writing” by using peer assisted learning was at higher than before leamning of significant difference at
the .01 level.

3. The index of effectiveness of Thai language skill exercise was 0.6210. This meant that the
students were progress in their studies 62%,

4. The satisfaction of Grade 9 students towards Thai language skill exercise entitled ‘Spelling

Writing’ by using peer assisted learning was at the highest.
