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Abstract

This research was participation action research (PAR) aimed to 1) study the condition of

sustainable counseling achievement for students in Trirattanawittayakom School, Kongchati

district, the Secondary Educational Service Area 24.2) tt aimed o develop the achievement to be

efficiency and sustainability. 3) It aimed to evaluate sustainable counseling achievement. There

| were 20 co - researchers and target group Wwere 31 Trirattanawittayakom students. There were 59
informants included parents of the students, educational committees and co - researchers. This
research was divided to 4 steps, including ; the first step was to study and analyze problems, the
second step was performance planning, the their step was plan operation and the last step was
evaluation and folfowing, The gquipment was ovaluation form (strengths and difficulties

questionnaire) and counseling evaluation form (interview, recording and observation).

The resulis were as follows:

1. The study of sustainable counseling achievement of the students
1.1 On student counseling achievement found that in their teacher’s counseling
of students was operated, but it was not succeeded as determined. Advisor teachers, counselor
teachers and head of activity teachers was unrealized the process of taking care their students.
Advisor teachers had many hours of teaching that made teachers had less time to meet their
students. Some advisor teachers did not teach in their class that made them unfamiliar with the

students. It effected to teacher’s recognition of students. The result could not be obvious and time

to solve problems to their students was not enough.



1.2 The result of 3 strengths and difficulties questionnaire was from teachers,
students and parents. The total of students 233. 1t was found that there were 185 normal students,
17 students in the risky group, 31 students in problem group and did not have a special group.

2. To make the operation be efficiency and sustainability
2.1 There were 5 steps to make efficiency and sustainability operation
2.1.1 To recognize students individually through behavioral evaluation,
visiting student’s house and their parents, interview and bohmian dialogue.
2.1.2 To screen students through strengths and difficulties questionnaire
2.1.3 To support students through operating systemically, advisor teachers,
guidance teachers and parents cooperating activities together
2.1.4 To prevent and solve problem for students in normal group, risky group,
problem group through home room activity, mediation and pray, advising friends activity and '
parents meeting,.
2.1.5 To transmit students through recording their behavior and sending them
proper teacher such as guidance teacher
3. Achievement evaluation

3.1 Overall student counseling was in a good level. As considering different
section, it was in a good level in every section.

3.2 The result of this study was shown by participation action research found that

a number of normal group increased. A number of risky group and problem group decreased.
