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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to : (1) find out an effectiveness of Electronic
Book on English Te;nses for Mathayomsuksa II Students through Peer-Assisted Learning :
for lnathayomsﬁksa 1I students with a required efficiency of 80/80, (2) compare the outcome
of students’ learning between before and after learning Electronic Book on English Tenses
for Mathayomsuksa If Students through Peer-Assisted Learning, (3) to find out an
effectiveness index of the Electronic Book on English Tenses for Mathayomsuksa IT Students
through Peer-Assisted Learning and (4) examine students’ satisfaction towards learning by
Electronic Book on English Tenses for Mathayomsuksa 1I Students through Peer-Assisted
Learning. The target group was students who were in the second semester of the 2009
| academic year at Nongmaungwittayakan school, Borabu district, Maha Sarakham province.

The instruments used in this research were : {1) Electronic Book, (2) an
achievement test, and {3) a questionnaire on student’s sati;s,faction with the Electronic Book
on English Tenses for Mathayomsuksa II Students through Peer-Assisted Learning. The
' research was one group pretest — posttest design. The statistics used for analyzing data were
percentage, mean, standard deviation, and t-test (dependent samples)

The research finding were as follows :

1. The Electronic Book on English Tenses for Mathayomsuksa I1 Students

through Peer-Assisted Learning had an efficiency of 82.35/81.91 which were the requirement.

2. The students after using the Electronic Book on English Tenses for



Mathayomsuksa I Students through Peer-Assisted Learning their achievement was higher
than before learning at the .05 level of significance.

3. The Electronic Book on English Tenses for Mathayomsuksa IT Students
through Peer-Assisted Learning had an efficiency index of 0.5866 showing the students
increased their knowledge after learning at 58.66 percent,

4. The students showed their satisfaction in learning by Electronic Book on
English Tenses for Mathayomsuksa IT Students through Peecr-assisted Learning as a whole a
high level (X =4.64)

In conclusion, the Electronic Book on English Tenses for Mathayomsuksa IT
- Students through Peer-Assisted Learning, was efficient and effective. It could be
implemented in learning and teaching in a small group as appropriate in order for learners to

achieve the learning objectives,
