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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were (1) to construct electronic book(e-book) for
students with learning difficulties. (2) To compare inherent vowel reading ability of students
with learning difficulties inside the group of using the constructed e-book by special
education teacher and by parents. (3) To compare inherent vowel reading ability of students
with learning difficulties between the groups of using the constructed e-book by special
education teacher and by parents. The target subjects were 2 students with learning
difficulties from Demonstration School of Rajabhat MahaSarakham University obtained by
95 percentile of low ability in inherent vowel reading from 34 ones in regular classroom
JPrathomsuksa 5 , the first semester , academic year 2009.The constructed e-book within the
assessment inside were examined validity and the congruence at Jeast 5 from 7 experts. The
content was divided into 10 sessions which made 2 crossed group units.Each group had 10
units of analysis .Criterion satisfied line, the Wilcoxon Signed Ranks Test and The Wilcoxon
Mann Whitney Tect were appiied for data analysis.

The results were as follows ;

1. The inherent vowel reading ability of the students from the group of analysis run



by special educaticn teacher was  statistically significant higher at .C5 level according to
after and before the electronic book was conducted.

2. The inherent vowel reading ability of the students from the group of analysis run
by parents was statistically significant higher at .05 level according to after and before the
e- book was conducted.

3.The inherent vowel reading ability of the students from those 2 groups of analysis
showed no statistically significant difference before the e-book was conducted.

4. The inherent vowel reading ability of the students from those 2 groups of
analysis showed no statistically significant difference after the e-book was conducted.

Besides, the students satisfied and moved up the inherent vowel reading ability
ahove the criterion satisfied line.This research also postulated the paradigm of parents as a

teacher and parents’ involvement in special education area.
