ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to: 1) examine an efficiency of the
programmed instruction entitled Using Punctuation Marks for Prathomsksa (grade) 4
at Nong Mek Witthaya School with a required efficiency of 80/80, 2} find out an
effectiveness index of the programmed instruction for developing the skills in using
punctuation marks for Prathomsueksa 4 at Nong Mek Witthaya School, 3) compare
learning achievements before learning and after leaming by using the programmed
instruction entitled using Punctuation Marks in the Thai learning strand for
Prathomsueksa 4, and 4) examine students’ satisfaction with learning by using the
programmed instruction entitled Using Punctuation Matks in the Thai Jearning strand
for Prathomsueksa 4, The sample used in the research consisted of 10 Prathomsueksa
4 students from 1 classroom at Nong Mek Witthaya School, Tambon Khok
Sa-at,Anphoe Khong Chai, Chaugwat Kalasin under the Office of Kalasin Educational
Service Area Zone 2 in the first semester of the academies year 2010, obtained by
using the purposive sampling technique. The instruments used in the research were:7
plans for organization of Thai learning activities by using the programmed instruction
entitled Using Punctuation Marks, 7 packages of the programmed instruction entitled

Punctuation Marks, a 30-item 4-multple choice achievement test, and 0.15-item



5-rating-seale inventory on the student’s satisfaction after learning with the programmed
instruction, The statistics used for analyzing the collected data were percentage, mean,
and standard deviation,

The results of the research were as follows :

1. All of the 7 packages of the developed programmed instruction
entitled Using Punctuation Marks in the Thai learning strand for Pathomsucksa 4 had
an efficiency of the process and an efficiency of the outcome of 87.67 /83.33 which
was higher than the established requirement of 80/ 80

2. An effectiveness index of the programmed instruction entitled Using
Punctuation Marks in the Thai learning strand for Prathomsueksa 4 was 0.7005,
meaning that the students who learned by using the programmed instruction increased
their knowledge and reading skills at 70.05 percent,

3. Prathomsucksa 4 students who learned by using the programmed
instruction entitled Using Punctuation Marks in the Thai learning strand had higher
learning achievement after learning than before learning at the .05 level of statistical
significance.

4. Prathomsueksa 4 students who leamed by using the programmed
instruction entitled Using Punctuation Marks in the Thai learning strand showed their

satisfaction as a whole at a high level with mean X =431
