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ABSTRACT

This research were aimed to develop the book to promote reading, the learning group
of the social studies, religion and culture subject, Buddhism twelve tradition title, for the
students of Mathayom Sucksa 1, order to be efficiency at 80/80, to find the effectiveness
index of the promote reading book to compare the study achicvement between before and
after leaming from the promote reading, book and study the students’ satisfaction toward the
promote reading book. The target group was 20 students in the academic year of 2552 B.E.
from the Banthandooneu, Nonglek sub-district, Kosumphisai, under the office of
Mahasarakham educational service 3. The instruments consist of the promote reading book
the learning plan, the achievement test, the satisfaction questionnaire. The statistics for
analysis were frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation and t-test (Dependent
Samples).

The research results were found as follows;

1. The book to promote reading, the learning group of the social studies, religion
and culture subject, Buddhism twelve tradition title, for the students of Mathayom Sueksa

1 had the efficiency performance at 81.83/81.33.




2. The effectiveness index of the book to promote reading, the leaming group of the
social studies, religion and culture subject, Buddhism twelve tradition title for the students of
Mathayom Sueksa 1 was 0.577358, it was indicating that students had more knowledge from
previous learning at 53.37%.

3. The students that learned from the book to promote reading, the learning group

of the social studies, religion and culture subject, Buddhism twelve tradition title, had an
achicvement after learning more than before learning with statistical significant at ,05.

4. The students that learned from the book to promote reading, the learning group

of the social studies, religion and culture subject, Buddhism twelve tradition title, had a

satisfaction at the high level (§=4.44)
