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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to: study the creative problem solving process
by using folk music relevant to grade five students and develop the creative problem solving
process by using folk music for grade five students. The target group of the research
comprised: 1) 18 grade five students at Ban Sokklong School, Kudrang District, Maha
Sarakham Province during the second semester of the 2009 academic year, Maha Sarakham
Educational Service Area Office 3, 2) 18 grade five students’ guardiéns, 3) 3 local ihdigenous
people who were being keen in folk music, 4) 9 institutional committee and 5) 1 teacher.
The content used it the research entitled *Khan Music’. The instruments of the research were
the knowledge management process consisted of a survey form of the needs, focus group
discussion, storytelling, knowledge assets, core competence synthesis, post action review
form, lesson distillation and reliable information of a participant discussion.
