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ABSTRACT

Phrase 2: strategies developing cOMpOSe of
2.1 specialists focus group discussion, 2.2 stakeholders in 2.3 present to policy maker inform
data analysis, qualitative data obtained through interviewing was analyzed and presented in the
form of description by categorizing focused on current problems, expectation, and develop
guideline whereas quantitative data was analyzed through computer program by the means of

percentage, mear, and standard deviation.
