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ABSTRACT

The aims of this study were 1) to investigate states, problems and needs in
developing Child-centered instructional management of institutes the Office of
Vocational Education Commission in Kalasin province ; 2) to'compare states, problems
and needs in developing Child-centered instructional management of institutes under
the Office of Vocational Education Commission in Kalasin province, classified by
position, experience, and educational background of the respondents and 3)to find out
recommendations on the development of child-centered instructional management in
institutes under the Office of Vocational Education Commission in Kalasin province.
The samples consisted of 169 Teachers fiom institutes under the Office of Vocational
Education Commission in Kalasin province. Questionnaire with the reliability of 0.97
and interview were used as research instruments. The statistics used for data analysis
were frequency, means, percentage, standard deviation, t-test, and f-test. To obtain data
from the interview, descriptive analysis was utilized.

The results revealed that: 1) states, problems and needs in developing
child-centered Instructional management in institutes under the Office of Vocational
Education Commission in Kalasin province as a whole were at a high level.

2} Instructors with different position, work experience and educational background had

different opinions on states and problems of child-centered instructional management



at the statistical significant of .05, and 3) the recommendations on the development
of Child-centered instructional management of the institutes under the Office of
Vocational Education Commission in Kalasin province were as follows. Instructors
should act as mentors to encourage students’ participation in active learning. Courses
Should be designed based on educational policy and school charter including basic
Education curriculum. Practical learning activities should be developed. Local wisdom
And communities should be promoted as instructional media learning resources.

Students’ learning achievement should be assessed throughout their learning process.
