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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to study public political participation of residents in Tabklang
Sub-district Administrative Organization, Nongsang District, Udonthani Province; to compare
their political participation as classified by gender, age, educational level, and occupation;
and to seek their suggestions regarding promotion of public political participation. Subjects
for this study were 376 residents of Tabklang Sub-district Administrative Organization,
Nongsang District, Udonthani Province; the instrument used for collecting data was a rating-
scale questionnaire of .94 reliability; and the statistics used for analyzing data were frequency,
percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test (Independent Sample), One-way ANOVA, and
Scheffe’s paired test, determined at the .05 level of statistical significance.

Findings of the study are as follows:

1. The overall public political participation of Tabklang Sub-district
Administrative Organization, Nongsang District, Udonthani Provincé, was found at the high
level; and their political participation in every specific aspect was also high ( X = 4.00).
Arranged in a descending order, these areas were joining interest groups, participating in
election, expressing their needs and voicing their opinions in public.

2. Comparison of subjects’ political participation according to gender revealed
that there was no statistically significant difference in their political involvement at the .05
level. However, comparison as classified by age showed a statistically significant difference in

political participation at the .05 level; and there were also statistically significant differences



in the levels of public political participation at the .05 level when classified by educational
levels and occupation, at the .05 level.

3. The followings are subjects’ suggestions regarding promotion of public
political participation, arranged in a descending order of frequencies: voicing opinions in

public, joining interest groups, expressing their needs, and participating in election.
