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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to study learning activities that focus on
learners are important in schools, to compare the guidelines for learning activities in schools
as perceived by the teachers and school administrators, and to study the suggestions of the
guide-lines for learning activities in schools under the Secondary Educational Service Area
Office 24. The sample consisted of 48 school administrators and 323 teachers. The totals
were 371 people. The research instrument was a questionnaire with the reliability value at
957. Data analysed by using computer software packages to test the hypothesis. t - test
(Independent - Sample) was used to compare the opinions of school administrators and

teachers.
The research findings were as follows:

1. The administrators and teachers perceived the learning activities in schools
under the Secondary Educational Service Area Office 24 at a medium level as a whole
(i =2.91), every item was at a medium level which arranged from the highest to the lowest
as 3 sequences in the process; Learning from real experience (§= 2.98), the research
process (i =295}, integrated learning process (i = 2.92), problem solving process
(X = 2.92) and self-access learning process (X =2.92).

2. The comparison of school administrators’ opinions and teachers’ opinions

about the learning activities in schools under the Secondary Educational Service Area



Office 24, no differences were found both in total and individual.

3. Suggestions for learning activities in schools under the Secondary
Educational Service Area Office 24, schools should support and encourage each side as
follows; The process of learning from eﬁperience-, the teachers should provide learing
activities that encourage students to practice in a group learning, and allow students to learn
and seek knowledge from various sources on their own. The research process, teachers and
students should be provided with a summary of lessons learned in knowledge sharing. The
integration of the learning process, the teachers have been trained, and integrated.ieamjng.
The problem solving process, teachers should provide learning activities that encourage
students to think, and curiosity in learning at school, and the learning process of their
Jearning. Teachers should have a screening program, Students analyze a variety of ways, and

the development of appropriate learning.
