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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to develop five English picture books of “Free
Time" based on 80/80 criteria, to compare the pre-test and post-test scores of students in
English reading comprehension and 3) to survey the satisfaction of students with the CIRC
technique and the English picture books. The target population was 23 grade 6 students at
Makock Primary School under the Office of Maha Sarakham Primary Educational Service
Area 1. The research instruments were 10 lesson plans, 5 Engiish picture books of “Free
Time”, an achievement test, a reading skill test and a questionnaire. The statistics used were
percentage, mean, standard deviation and t-test (Dependent samples)

Results of the research were as follows:

1. The finding indicated that the value of the learning activity efficiency
was 85.39/87.83 which was higher than the standardize criteria.

2. The finding showed that the average post-test score of the students in reading
comprehension regarding the learning achievement was significantly higher than that of
pretest score at the .01 level,

3. Regarding the satisfaction, the finding showed that the average level of

The satisfaction with the CIRC techniques and the English picture books was very high
(X =4.74). The three high-levels of the satisfaction were lesson plans with various learning
activities (X = 5.00), reading enhancement and reading skill improvement (X = 4.95), and

happiness and enjoyment (X = 4.95).



In conclusion, the efficiency of learning activities with the CIRC technique and the
English picture books in higher than the standardized criteria. The activities with the CIRC

technique and the English books are efficient and practical for English learning activities.
