ABSTRACT

The objectives of this independent study were to survey the political participation
of people in Non Sanga Sub-District, Prathumrat District, Roi-Et Province, compare the
political participation of people regarding location of villages, gender, age, educational
background and find suggestions for the political participation of people. The sample
subjects were 2374 people who had a right in the political vote in 2012. They selected by
stratified random sampling technique. The research instrument was a rating-scale
questionnaire with 1.00 IOC index value and .98 reliability value. The statistics used were
percentage, frequency, mean, standard deviation, t-test and F-test (One Way Anova).

Results of the research were as follows:

1. The finding indicated that the average level of the political participation of the
people was moderate. The three-moderate-rate-levels of the political participation were
being a candidate, membership of political party, and political participation. The one-low-
rate-level of the participation was political news/information.

2. The findings indicated that the average levet of the political participation of
people regarding the location of villages, age and educational background was significantly
different at the .05 level. Whereas, the average level of the political participation regarding
the gender was not significantly different.

3. Regarding the suggestion, it is concluded that there should be a public library
and learning resources providing books and information about politics. People should be

developed for knowledge of politics. The candidates should be nice and competent.
