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ABSTRACT

The purposes of the research were to: 1) study the current situation and teacher
development needs in order to improve efficiency in reading enhancement of small school
students under Maha Sarakham Primary Educational Service Area Office 3, and 2) develop
teacher development model to improve efficiency in reading enhancement by using research
and development — R&D. The population consisted of 528 teachers and 89 administrators. The
sample size was 226 teachers and 73 administrators by sample random sampling and selecied
through Krejcie and Morgan’s table. The research was conducted doring 2010-2011 of
academic year. The instruments used in the research were a questionnaire, observation form,
assessment form, and meeting record form. Information tables could be described for data
analysis.

The results of the research were as follows ; 1) the overall of the current situation
of teacher development needs in order to improve efficiency in reading enhancement of small
school students under Maha Sarakham Primary Educational Service Area Office 3 was rated at
a moderate level and teacher development needs to improve efficiency in reading enhancement
- was at 2 high level, 2) the teacher development model indicated that the components of
appropriate model of teacher development to improve efficiency in reading enhancement of
small school students were : 1) studying the current situation and teacher development needs in
order to improve efficiency in reading enhancement, 2) development target, 3) curdeulum

development: leaming pian writing for reading enhancement, producing and selecting reading



enhancement media, arranging activities in reading enhancement project, arranging learning
center for reading enhancement, motivating and advising parents for- reading enhancement of
students and also reading assessment, 4) development methodology : workshop and follow-up
supervision, 5) development conducting: 3 workshops and follow-up supervision by school
administrators, 6) teachers developing assessment aséessment of teachers’ satisfaction and
assessment of students” reading behavior from their teachers who had developed to improve

efficiency in reading enhancement for students.
