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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to study the state of and recommendations on organizing senior
scout activities according to the criteria for quality evaluation of scout work in educational
institutions under Kalasin Office of Primary Education Service Area 2. The semple consisted of
44 educational institution administrators, 44 senior scontmaster teachers, and 44 senior scouts,
obtained through a multi-stage sampling in educational institutions under Kalasin Office of

Primary Education Service Area 2 in the second semester of the academic year 2010. The

research dealt with 4 aspects the aspect cf the sccut the aspect of the admmlstratcr the aspect cf

| the senior sccutmaster and the aspect of crgamzmg scout mass actwmes The instrument for data
collecting was a questionnaire with reliability at .96. The data analysis employed a ready-made

computer program. The statistics used compused percentage, mean, and standard deviation. In

addmon a record of a ccnnorsseursmp was used and the data was presented in a descriptive

analysis.
The results are as follows:

1. The educational institution administrators, the senior scoutmaster teachers, and
the senior scouts, had their opinions on organizing senior scout activities according to the criteria

for quality evaluation of scout work in educational institutions, on the whole, in the high level



(; = 4.05); and also when considered by aspect, every item was in the high level as follows: the
aspect of the scout ()_( =4.09); the aspect of the administrator (; = 4.04); the aspect of the senior
scoutmaster (x =4.12); and the aspect of organizing scout mass activities (x = 3.96).

2. The recommendations according to the criteria for quality evaluation of scout
work in educational institutions under Kalasin Office of Primary Education Service Area 2 on
organizing senior scout activities are as follows:

2.1 In the aspect of the scout, the edncational institutions must organize activities
prescribed in the curriculum continuously, emphasizing adherence to order and discipline; let the
scouts participate in group activities basing on group process; activities are interwoven with
playing games.

2.2 In the aspect of the administrator, the administrator should have a vision and
realize the importance of scouting; the administrator should study rules, regulations, and the scout
curriculum to have a thorough understanding; the administrator should have further training for
qualification in scouting; 2 room housing media and materials related particularly to scouting
should be provided; meetings should be held and written order assigning duty and responsibility
of scout activities must be issued to personnel in the educational institution.

2.3 In the aspect of the scoutmaster, every teacher must be trained for

qualification in scouting; there must be a plan for every scout activity; carry out the work of

~setting up packs and the troop of scout, and appoint scoutmasters in the educational institution ;
hold a meeting to report the annual achievement of scout activities to the educational institution

administrator,

2.5 In the aspect of the organiziﬁg scout activities, the educatibnal instin.lt.ion.
should organize scout activities according to the criteria for evaluation; there must be a separate
scout curriculum; organize activities so that scouts can take part in community activities; the
educational institution must give a special subject examination to scouts, and integrate scout

activities in activities of various religious days,
