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Abstract

This research aimed to study the state and problems in student discipline on the
aspect of responsibility, and to enhance the student discipline as mentioned, in
Nonggungthaiwitayakom, Kalasin Office of Primary Education Service Area 2, using the
principle of action research. The target group comprised 9 co-researchers, 30 informants, and
31 students. The strategies employed consisted of student morning training at the flagstaff,
interweaving the discipline in learning activities, weekend homeroom activities, all-day-long
adhering to dressing code campaign, aII-day-Ioﬁg keeping physical cleanfiness campaign,
lining up campaign, school ground cleaning up activity by colored groups, and classroom
cleanliness maintenance. The ir.lstruments used comprised a record, an observation form, an
interview form, and an evaluation form. The statistics used included mean, percentage, and
standard deviation.

The research results are as follows: The study revealed the problem of low
student discipline on the aspect of self- responsibility and social responsibility concerning
keeping physical cleanliness, dressing up according to the school dressing code, orderliness
of lining up, correct garbage discarding, and school ground cleanliness maintenance. After
the researcher and the co-researchers had carried out the strategies of student morning
training at the flagstaff, inferweaving the discipline in leaming activities, and weekend
homeroom activities, and had organized the following activities for the student target group:

all-day-long adhering to dressing code campaign, all-day-long keeping physical cleanliness




campaign, lining up campaign, school ground cleaning up activity by colored groups, and
classroom cleanliness maintenance, it was found that the students had more developed
behavior, The results of the student discipline enhancement on the aspect of responsibility

were in the high level.
