Abstract

The objectives of this research were to develop efficient English pronunciation
exercises for grade 8 students, evaluate the effectiveness of English pronunciation
exercises, compare the skill in English pronunciation before and after using English
pronunciation exercises, and survey the satisfaction of students with the English
pronunciation exercises. The target students were 13 grade 8 students in 1/2010 at
Donklangnukulwit School, Kosumpisai District, Maha Sarakham Province. The research
instruments were ten lesson plans, ten English pronunciation exercises, an achievement
test, ten sets of English pronunciation assessment form, and a rating-scale questionnaire.
The statistics used for data analyses were percentage, meat, standard deviation, and
dependent sample t-test for testing hypothesis.

Results of this rescarch were as follows:

1. The efficiency value of the English pronunciation was 83.69/86.15,
Which was higher than the assigned criteria.
