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Abstract

This research aimed to 1) study the level of school committees’ involvement in
educational quality development of small-sized schools under Kalasin Office of Primary
Education Area 2, and 2) study suggestions on involvement of the School Committees in
educational quality development of these small-sized schools. Subjects for the study were 256
scﬁool committee meﬁlbers of 85 smali-sized schools under Kalasin Office of Primary
Education Arca 2, determined by using the Krejcie and Morgan Table for simple random
sampling. The instrument used for collecting data for this research was a rating-scale

questioxmaire, and the statistics used in data analyses were mean and standard deviation.
Findings of the study are as follows:
1. The overall level of the School Committees’ involvement in

cducational quality development of the small-sized schools under Kalasin Office
of Primary Education Area 2 was found at the high level, and their involvement was also
high when analyzed in every specific aspect.

2. Regarding the School Committees’ suggestions on involvement in
educational quality development of these small-sized schools, the study reveal the following:
the School Committee should get involved in educational quality development by studying
and understanding the main principles of educational implementation according to the 1999

Educational Act and the Revised Educational Act of 2002 ; the School Committee should



study and understand the school’s yearly operational plan; the School Committee should
approve of the school’s curriculum and its learning strands and syllabus relevant to local
community needs; they should monitor the school’s implementation of its educational plan;
they should support and promote every child’s opportunity to have access to education of
high quality and standard in the service area; they should promote and protect children’s
rights and those of the disabled, the deprived and children with special talents, to be
developed to their full potential; they should offer guidelines for participation in academic
affairs, budgeting, personnel, and general management of the school; they should promote
raising funds and resources for education, and use of outside expertise or local wisdom to
improve students’ development in every aspect; they should help conserve local and national
traditions, arts and culture; they should help establish good relations between the school and
its community; they should approve of the school’s annual report before being publicized;
and the School Committee Chairperson should appoint advisory committee and/or sub-
committees for particular purposes or responsibilities, or perform other functions as assigned

by the school’s Supervisory Office.
