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ABSTRACT

‘The objectives of this independent study were to survey the level of public
participation in making three year development plan of Nong Dogpaen Sub-District
Administrative Organization, Yangtalard District, Kalasin Province, to compare the level of the
participation regarding occupation and size of villages and to find some useful suggestions for the
public participation. The samples were two hundred sixty three villagers in Nong Dogpaen Sub-
District, Yangtalard District, Kalasin Provinee, who were over 18 years old. The instrument was a
questionnaire with .918 reliability index. The statistics used were frequency, percentage, mean,

standard deviation and F-test.
Results of the research were as follows:

1. The finding showed that the average level of the participation in making the
development plan was very high. Four high Ievels of the participation were public interest,
decision making, evaloation and operation respectively.

2. The finding indicated that the average level of the public participation regarding
the different occupations was significantly different at the .05 level. The participation of people
who were farmers and traders was more than that of people who were government officers. In
addition, the participation of people who were farmers was significantly more than that of people
who were school students and university students at the .05 level. Regarding the different size of
the villages, the finding showed that the participation of villagers from the large villages was

more than that of villagers from the small villages.



3. Inregard to the suggestions, they are concluded that all activities of the
development plan should be done completely. The public hearing approach should be used for all
projects. The projects should be publicized widely. The villagers should be provided more
opportunity to be a member of community committee, and excellent persons of community

should be rewarded and praised,
