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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to 1) develop a model of authentic assessment based on learning
standards of the Thai language content strands, and 2) study the results of learning according to
achievement standards of the Thai content strands for Prathomsueksa VI students under Kalasin
Office of Primary Education Service Area 2.

The mixed methodology was used in this study, which was carried out in two phases: 1)
developing the model of authentic assessment, using 9 informants who are experts in knowledge
management of the Thai language content strands, and determining the quality of the model in terms
of appropriateness and probability using 5 specialists in measurement and evaluation; and 2)
determining the quality of the model in terms of accuracy and usefulness using 25 Prathomsueksa
VI teachers of the Thai language content strands as informants. Data were then analyzed by using
content analysis and basic statistics.

Findings reveal the following:

L. The model of authentic assessment based on learning standards of the Thaj
language content strands for Prathomsueksa VI students consists of 6 elements: 1) objectives of
assessment; 2) assessment activities; 3) methodology, instruments, and criteria; 4) specifying
assessors; 5} collecting data; and 6) interpreting assessment results,

2. The appropriateness of the model of authentic assessment was found at the high
level (E =4.20); its probability was also high (32 =4.04); the assessment accuracy was at the

highest level (32= 4.53); and its usefulness was found at the highest level (i: 4.62).




3. The results of Prathomsueksa VI students' learning based on Learning Standards of
the Thai content strands are ag follows: according to Thai Learning Standard 1.1 the mean score of
reading was at a good level; their writing mean score based on Learning Standard 2.1 was also
found at a good level; their average score in listening and speaking under Learning Standard 3.1 was
at a good level; their average score in language usage for Standard 4.1 was also at a good level; and

their mean score in Literature and Literary Works under Standard 5.1 was also good.
