10 Consists of the following the rules, Regulation of the family, School and society items,
6 Respects for the rights of others items, 5 the timeliness of activities items, 4 Accept the results
of myself items and 5 the performances of duties items.

2. The quality scale of Desirable Characteristics to Discipline was the discrimination
is between 0.22 to 0.64, in whole the reliability of 0.82. The accuracy of structural value b from

0.16 to 0.64. The t-value from 2.72 to 9.40 R-square values between 0.04 to 0.42 X’ values of




value was 0.023 to 0.033. RMSEA value was 0.00 and 0.49 and X’/df was 0.63 to 1.72. Show that
scale of Desirable Characteristics to Discipline had accuracy of structural.

3. Evaluation criteria are divided into improvement, good and excellent. Which
the Desirable Characteristics to Discipline for Secondary school grade first students had level
improvement to excellent degree. The most of students were the Desirable Characteristics
