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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to study and compare the levels of opinions on the school-based
administration in the basic education institutions under Nongkhai Office of Primary
Education Service Area 3 and to study the recommendations on the school-based
administration according to the opinions of the administrators and teachers in the basic
education institutions under Nongkhai Office of Primary Education Service Area 3, on the
whole and by aspect. The sample comprised 327 government teachers who were
administrators and teachers working under Nongkhai Office of Primary Education Service
Area 3 in the academic year 2010, obtained through stratified random sampling. The
instrument for the data collection was a 5-level rating scale questionnaire containing 45
items. The total reliability of the questionnaire was .94. The statistics employed in the
analysis of data were: percentage, mean, and standard deviation. The hypothesis test
employed t-test (independent sample) and one-way analysis of variance (F-test).
The results revealed the following:
1. The government teachers who worked in the basic education institutions under
Nongkhai Office of Primary Education Service Area 3 with a different status had their

opinions on the school-based administration, on the whole, in the high level. When

considered by aspect, it was found that one aspect was in the highest level. That was the




aspect of good management. Meanwhile, 2 aspects were in the high level. They were the
aspect of decentralization and the aspect of participatory administration.

2. The government teachers who worked in the basic education institutions of
different size under Nongkhai Office of Primary Education Service Area 3 had their opinions
on the school-based administration in the high level. When considered by aspect, it was found
that all 3 aspects were in the high level.

3. The results of the comparison of the opinions of the administrators and
teachers on the school-based administration in the basic education institutions of different
size under Nongkhai Office of Primary Education Service Area 3 revealed that there was
difference with statistical significance at the .05 level, both on the whole and by aspect.

4. The recommendations made by the administrators and teachers on the school-
based administration in the basic education institutions under Nongkhai Office of Primary
Education Service Area 3 are as follows: on the aspect of decentralization: there should be
meetings and training for teachers, administrators, and basic education institution committee
members to jointly create understanding; the educational institution should pay most aftention
to directing, following-up and supervision of academic affairs; and the organization of
original affiliation should authorize educational institutions to execute the recruitment,
selection, placement and appointment of personnel; on the aspect of participatory
administration: the educational institution should collect the data and information relating to
teachers, students, the community, and systematize the storage; when the educational
institution development plan is wrilten, teachers, students and basic education institution
committee members as well as parents should have their part, as the community has had very
little part in academic development; on the aspect of management: activities organized in the
educational institution should be for the highest benefit of the learners; there should be
meetings or training for teachers and personnel on internal and external quality assurance;
and the organization of original affiliation should supervise and follow up the administration

of the educational institution regularly and continuously.
