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ABSTRACT

The purposes of the research were to: 1) study the problematic condition and need
for enhancement of the students in virtue and moral based upon the philosophy of sufficiency
economy through participatory action research: a case of Phadungnaree School under
Secondary Educational Service Area Office 26, 2) set up the guideline for enhancement of
the students in virtue and moral based upon the philosophy of sufficiency economy, and
3) evaluate the enhancement of the stadents in virtue and moral based upon the philosophy of
sufficiency economy. The research was conducted nsing two cycle's.'The target group
consisted of 300 students who were studying from grade 1 through 6 and were selected
through purposive sampling. The instruments used in the research consisted of observation
form, pretest and posttest after the workshop, interview form, information record,
investigation form, meeting record, project report, questionnaire, project assessment and
student behavior form. The analysis used with quantitative data was frequency, percentage,
mean, standard deviation and also content analysis for qualitative data. Interpretation to make
the conclusion was used by inductive logic. The results were found as follows:

The overall of Phadungneree students performed in virtue_ and moral based upon

the philosophy of sufficiency in economy were at a high level. Students performed poorly in



behavior, they currently needed to change. It was also found that the students needed to
improve themselves in virtue and moral based actions upon the philosophy of sufficiency
economy at a high level as a whole. The six aspects: carefulness, integrity, honest, tolerance,
apportionment, rationality and eighteen indicators were operated under the six projects and
eighteen activities. The results of the operations changed their behavior to the researchers’
expectation. The students improved themselves and reached the target in all indicators. The
students were satisfied towards the enhancement of virtue and moral based upon the
philosophy of sufficiency economy at the highest level as a whole. The teachers and
guardians were also satisfied towards the enhancement of the students in virtue and moral
based upon the philosophy of sufficiency economy at the highest level. The evaluation of

virtue and moral projects of the students was rated at the highest level as a whole.
