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ABSTRACT

This action research aimed to study conditions of student-centered learning
management of Nong Pai School, Kalasin Office of Primary Education Area 2, and develop
the teachers of Nong Pai School to be well equipped with knowledge and understanding
regarding student-centered lesson plans and capable of writing student-centered lesson plans.
The target group consisted of 5 teachers of Nong Pai School. The study utilized the following
development strategies: review of related literature, workshop training, and internal
supervision. The instruments used in this action research were a questionnaire, an achievement
test, and an evaluation form for assessing the lesson plans. Data were analyzed by using a
computer program, and the statistics used in analyzing the data were mean and percentage,
while qualitative data were analytically described.

Findings of the study reveal the foliowing:

Regarding the conditions of student-centered learning management of Nong Pai
School among the target group, it was found that teachers lacked knowledge and
understanding of the principles in writing student-centered lesson plans, and they also lacked
supervision and follow-ups by administrators in writing their student-centered lesson plans;
they did not work together in developing student-centered lesson plans, and this resulted in
incomplete lesson plans for their learning management. After the subjects had been through
the three development strategies (review of related literature, workshop training, and internal
supervision), their knowledge and understanding of the student-centered lesson plan writing
improved by 37% --- their mean score of the post-test (92,00) was higher than that of the pre-
test (55.00); and, moreover, they were able to write their student-centered lesson plans with a

high level of correctness and appropriateness.
