ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to 1) develop plans for provision of experiences
by using invention art practice based on the 80/80 standardized criteria, 2) compare the

ability in fine motor using of the second year kindergarten students between before and after

provision ol experiences by using inveniton art practice , and 3) investigate {he students
satisfaction toward provision of experiences by using invention art practice. The subjects
used in this research consisted of 14 studentis in the second year kindergarten studying in the
second semester of academic year 2011 at Nhong Pham school under the office of Maha
Sarakham primary educational service area 2. The research instruments were 20 plans for
provision of experiences by using invention art practice, and 10 items of students’
satisfaction questionnaire. The data were analyzed by using percentage, mean, standard

deviation, and t-test (dependent sample).
The research results were as follows:

1. The plans for provision of experiences by using invention art practice yielded
97.34/94.64 efficient \;\fhich was higher than the 80/80 criteria established.

2. The mean scores of ability in fine motor using of the second year kindergarten
students before provision of experiences by using invention art practice was 10.57 with
standard deviation 1.55, and after provision of experiences was 18.93 with standard deviation

0.83, which was significantly higher than that before at the level of .05.



3. The second year kindergarten students’ level of satisfaction toward provision

of experiences by using invention art practice was at a high level. ( X =2.65 ; S.D.= 0.55)
