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ABSTRACT

This research had the objectives to study and compare the internal quality
assurance operation for the third round external quality assessment in educational
institutions under Mahasarakham Office of Primary Education Service Area 2,
classified by the status of the respondent and the sizes of the school, and to study
recommendations on the internal quality assurance operation for the third round
external quality assessment. The sample consisted of 466 administrators and teachers in
the educational institutions under the Jurisdiction of the area, obtained through stratified
random sampling, The sample size was determined according to the Krejcie and
Morgan table. The instrument used was a 5-level rating scale questionnaire with the
reliability value of 0.98, and an open-ended questionnaire. The analysis of data
employed a computer program. The statistics employed included percentage, mean, and
standard deviation; t-test (independent) and F-test were used in hypothesis testing,

Also, paired test according to Scheffe”’s method was employed.

The research resulis reveal that:
1. The internal quality assurance operation for the third round external quality
assessment in the educational institutions, classified by the status of the respondent and

the size of the schools, on the whole, was in the high level,




2. In the comparison of the internal quality assurance operation for the third
round external quality assessment in the educational institutions, classified by the status
of the respondent, it was found that the administrators and teachers had no difference in
their opinions, on the whole. However, when classified by the size of the school, it was
found that schools of a different size, had a difference in the internal quality assurance
operation, on the whole, with statistical significance at .05,

3. Recommendations were made and they are summarized as follows:
meetings should be organized for teachers and personnel to find measures for working
together; there should be decentralization of administrative authority, and participation

should be promoted.
