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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to analyze discipline problems of students, plan
strategics for the disciplinary development, and evalute the strategies for the disciplinary
development of students under the office of Kalasin Primary Education Area 2. Four stages of
action research were employed for the study consisting of plan, act, observe and reflect. The
research team composed of a researcher and 20 teachers at Bansawitayasan School under the
office of Kalasin Primary Education Area 2 in 2011. The target population was one hundred

and twenty six 7-9" students at Bansawitayasan School

Results of the research

The research finding indicated that some of the students were late for school and
homework, irresponsible, inappropriate for school uniform including personality for example,
long hair, no name and school symbol on shirt. |

The operational plan of disciplinary development was designed and developed based
on the documentary study and interview of school administrators and teachers. Brainstorming
method of the school administrators and teachers was employed for disciplinary development
strategies consisting of three main activities: 1) visit to students’ family, 2) virtue and moral
training, and 3) the best disciplinary student contest.

Regarding evaluation of the disciplinary development, the finding indicated that the

average level of the disciplinary behavior of the students after the implementation was very



high. The two-high-rate-levels of the disciplinary behavior were punctualityland school
uniform (X = 4.56).

The finding indicated that the average level of the disciplinary behavior of the
students after the implementation was very high (X = 4.81).

The results showed that the disciplinary behavior of the students had been developed

especially punctuality, and schoo! uniform.
