ABSTRACT

The objectives of this action research were: 1. to develop the English learning activities management
by using mind maps and the process of action research, 2. to develop leaming achievement in English reading
comprehension by using mind maps for Mathayomsuksa II students, more than 75% of students got 75%
of score from English reading comprehension achievement test, which was the set criterion score and 3, to
study the students” satisfaction on English leaming activities management by using mind maps. The samples
were Mathayomsuksa II students of Kham Kaen Nakhon School, Amphur Muang, Khon Kaen, academic
year of 2011, They were selected by purposive sampling to make an experimental group of thirty-four
students. The instruments used in this research were 1. the instrument for learning activity management
including 9 learning management plans, 2. the instrument for reflecting learning activity management
including the Teachers’ Teaching Behavioral Recording Form, the Students® Leaming Behavioral Observation
Form, The End Cycle Sub-test, the Teachers’ Teaching Result Recording Form, the Questionnaire of the
Students’ Satisfaction on Learning Activities Management, and 3. the instrument for evaluating efficiency of
Leaming Activities Management including the English Reading Comprehension Achievement Test. The data
were analyzed by calculating the Mean, Standard Deviation, and Percentage

The results of the research found that the English learning activities with mind maps could develop
students’ English reading comprehension achievement. The mean score of reading comprehension
achievement was 82.63% of the full score. There were 30 students or 88.24% passing the criterion. Besides,

the students’ satisfaction on English learning activities management by using mind maps was at a ‘High’ level.
